the new reality the church has lost its honored status in the culture. The church is no longer
automatically respectable; in fact for some in our society the church is notrtcstsel.

Morality is less clear and the church has no corner on the “truth.” Intergstiecgnt scandals

in the church have even called the church’s own morality into question. The church has been
moved to the fringe of society and anyone affiliated with the church is cortidebe abnormal
and different.

Given this new reality the Church can engage our culture and
society from the margins. The Church can provide an
alternative voice to what is currently being heard. The Church
can invite others into living the Jesus life. To affiliate with such
a church is to live in the world and to be highly engaged in it,
but also to be different from that world and to have the courage
to be effective for Christ in the context. These changes mean
that we can exercise Martin Luther’s call to be part of the
priesthood of all believers. When we leave the friendly
confines of our sanctuary we go into the world as ambassadors
of Christ, strange and abnormal as society views us. We are the
Church at work, at school, in our community, with our family.

All of us Christians have these responsibilities and are gifted
and equipped to carry them out. Our mission as a congregation
is to equip our members to do the mission work. We have our
work cut out for us as a Council and as a congregation.
