Music is a gift from God. Infants will stop motion 
to listen to musical tones. Musical toys are placed in 
cribs to soothe before sleep. Many parents will use 
music when their infant is fussy – to calm the infant 
and parent both! 

Psalm 149:1 reads, “Sing to the Lord a new song.” 
You and your infant can praise God with simple 
songs such as “God is so Good”, “Jesus Loves the 
Little Children, and “Jesus Loves Me.” 
Infants will respond to sounds that they hear 
repetitively, similar to commercial jingles that stick 
in our heads from time to time.

It was once said that Jesus 
taught the adults and played 
with the children.  Now we 
teach the children and play with 
the adults.  Studying the Bible 
is not an exercise exclusively 
for kids in Sunday School and 
Confirmation classes.  More 
than ever Christian adults need 
to know what is in the Bible, if 
the Bible is as important as we 
say it is.  However, recent 
studies suggest that most 
Christian adults have not even 
looked at the Bible this past 
year beyond what is read or 
used during a worship service.   
 
To remedy this illiteracy, Pastor 
Koelln will begin a 10-week 
course on the Bible beginning 
with Creation and ending with 
Moses.  Sessions will include a 
Bible, course materials, videos, 
and other teaching aids.  You 
must register so we know how 
many materials to order. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
An Open Source World 
 
We live in an “open source” world.  What I mean by that is we live in a 
world where changes and new ideas and decisions are being made not 
by a few elite individuals, but by entire communities of people.  Several 
great examples of this idea of open source are from the technology 
world and the internet.  When it comes to a computer operating system, 
most people realize it is Microsoft Windows that owns the market.  In 
fact I am typing this article on a computer using the Windows XP 
operating system.  However, there is a movement to create a rival 
operating system that uses open source for its creativity.  The system is 
called Linix and it is free.  Rather than paying programmers to write 
software for the system, users are asked to contribute their own code 
and incorporate it into Linix to make it better.  Another open source 
model is something called Wikipedia (www.wikipedia.org), a free 
internet encyclopedia that asks readers to write and edit the articles.  It 
has been hugely successful and found to be just as accurate in its 
information as Encyclopedia Britannica.  Even in music there is open 
source.  Jamglue is an open source meeting site for the writing of music 
where people are free to write, edit, add to, etc. music tracks to create 
some incredible music. 
 
What I’m getting at is how we, the church, live in an open source world.  
For us Lutherans to be successful at evangelizing our community, we 
need to be an open source for ideas and strategies for reaching out with 
Jesus’ gospel.  To do so we must learn from other Christians.  From 
Evangelicals we need to learn passion, personal witnessing and public 
testimony.  From Pentecostals we learn to be aware of the present 
activity of the Holy Spirit.  From historic Black churches we can learn 
that the Bible is a living, dynamic Word that can speak to any kind of 
suffering.  From Roman Catholics we learn to respect and interact with 
diverse cultures.  And from the church in Africa we learn that God is 
alive and working in people right now and we learn to focus on the 
ministry of the baptized.  We Lutherans can pick and choose and 
borrow from so many other Christian traditions (open source) to do the 
work of Jesus. 
 
God is doing something new and I believe 
we as “open source” Lutherans, we as 
members and friends of St. John Lutheran of 
Zimmerman, can experience relationships 
and growth that was never planned and even 
completely unexpected.  Let’s do what works 
(even if we didn’t think it up).
